E. Install Electrical System
Connect the power source according to the data plate of Motor.
Attention:
1. For the safety of operators, the lift must be well grounded.
2. After installation, test if the lift works fine.

Connect the two power supply wire to terminals of AC contactor marked L1, L3
respectively. Connect the earth wire to earth strip. (You can refer to the circuit

V. OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS

Connect the oil hoses between cylinder and power unit, connect the power wire, and the

lift can be used.

1. To lift vehicle

Drive the vehicle onto the middle of platform, choose the proper rubber pads, push the
power unit UP button and lift the vehicle to proper position, then press the release valve
handle till the lift are locked at the safety device.

Note: Rise to proper position then descend till the lift
is locked at safety device before working.
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2. To lower vehicle

Push power unit UP button to raise the lift till the safety lock is out of lock status (fig.
25). Clench the lock release handle (fig. 26), then press the release valve handle to
lower the vehicle (fig 27).

VI. MAINTENANCE SCHEDULE
Monthly:

1. Check all fitting, bolts and pins to ensure proper connection.
2. Make a visual inspection of all hydraulic hoses/lines for possible wear or leakage.

Every six months:

1. Make a visual inspection of all moving parts for possible wear, interference or
damage.

2. Check all fastener and re-torque.

Cylinder Maintenance:

In order to extend the life of the cylinder, please follow the following requirements.

1. Recommended N46 anti-wear hydraulic oil;

2. Replace the oil regularly. Replace the hydraulic oil after three months of the first
installation,the replace yearly;

3. Take at least a full stroke run everyday to bleed out the possible exit air. This
operation would effectively avoid the air or water that cause cylinder corrosion and seal
kit damage;

4. Protect the outer surface of the cylinder piston rod to prevent bumps and scratches,

clean up the position of the cylinder dust ring and the debris on the piston rod in time.

VIII. CAR LIFT SAFETY TIPS

Put this safety tips in a place where you can always alert the operator. Please reference

to the lift manufacturer’s manual for specific information about the lift.

1. Check the lift daily. If the machine breaks down or has damaged parts, do not
operate, and use original equipment parts to repair.

2. Do not overload . The rated weight of the manufacturer design is indicated on the
label of the lift.

3. Position control of the vehicle and operation of the lift can only be done by a trained
and authorized person.

4. Do not lift a car with occupants inside. Keep the customers or bystanders away
from the lift.

5. Keep the area around the lift free of obstacles, lubricating oil, grease, garbage and
other debris for a long time.

6. Carefully drive the vehicle onto the lift and lifting up to the required height for
operation. Noted: lift it high enough if you are working underneath, and make
sure the safety devices are locked.

7. Noted: removing( install) parts from(to) a vehicle would cause a sudden shift of
gravity which may result in instability of the vehicle. Please refer to the vehicle
manufacturer’s service manual as a recommended procedure if you need
remove/install parts from(to) the vehicle

8. Before lowering the lift , make sure all obstacles underneath, include tool tray, tool
rack etc., are all removed.

IX. LIFT DISPOSAL
When the car lift cannot meet the requirements for normal use and needs to be
